The Army broke up another
three-hour riot in Falls Road
this afterncon after hundreds of
youths had broken away from a
peaceful anti-internment de-
monstration and pelted the
nearest police station with
stones. They continued hurling
bricks at the building long
after members of the Catholic
Ex-Servicemen’s Association
had stood in front of it.in a
vain attempt to stop the
" violence. .

When the soldiers moved out,
firing rubber bullets, the crowds
refreated, rolling concrete-
- filled barrels, normally used to
protect buildings from car
bombs, to build a road block. By
7 pm the soldiers had moved
up the street in armoured
vehicles under a hail of stones,
pushing the barrels out of the
way with their fenders.

It had been a quiet meeting,
not unlike last Sunday’s "long
protest demonstration at the
bottom of the Falls, although
the outcome was equally predict-
able. Five speakers had con-
demned the policy of detention
without trial and called on the
crowd, which then numbered
about 3,000, to support the two
People’s Democracy leaders who
are in the thirtyfirst day of
their hunger strike for * politi-
cal prisoner ” status.

One of them, Mr Michael

Farrell, was in bed in the Royal
Victoria Hospital a hundred
yards away and presumably
heard the three cheers called
for his benefit.

At one point, when the streets
around the barracks had been
cleared and the television
cameramen had begun to stop
filming, a young officer of The
Royal Green Jackets walked out
from behind an - armoured
vehicle and loudly asked re-
porters: “Would you like to
come and get a statement from
our public relations ? ? There
were some shouts of abuse, and
several women who had earlier
been prepared to cry for free-
dom shouted tracialist abuse at
a coloured reporter.

By this time most of the
rioters had spread several
hundred yards down the Falls
and contented themselves by
ricocheting stones off the sides
of the Army Ferrets. Every so
often three or four soldiers
would run from behind them and
try to grab a youth. One was
dragged across to a military
vehicle with a soldier striking
him across the back with a baton.

There was an increase in vi0-
lence at the weekend with in-
cendiary devices left in shops in
Lisburn and Belfast, two bombs
in Londonderry and a mortar
attack on an army headquarters
in Lurgan. At
Tyrone, a member of the Ulster
Defence Regiment was shot and
seriously wounded.

Mrs Mary McGuigan, the
mother of the first man to
escape from Long Kesh and a
member of the Provisional Sinn
Fein’s governing council, was
arrested in Belfast at the week-
end and is expected to appear in
court tomorrow charged with

possession of subversive docu-
ments.

Rowing sponsors complain
‘about BBC’s presentation

Advertising banners were
still being moved out of camera
range when the BBC wasg re-

cording the  Inrernational
Rowing Federation’s ~Junior
championships at Nottingham

on Saturday. And afterwards
the competition’s sponsors com-
plained about the BBC's
presentation.

On Friday, when the BBC
televised the semi-finals, it
made a request to the sponsors
of the championships, Leisure
Sport Ltd, to move their 30ft
banners out of range of the
cameras. Leisure Sport declined
to take any action.

On Saturday afternoon,
shortly before the finals began,
A compromise was reached be-
tween Leisure Sport and the
BBC with the sponsors agreeing
to move back two of their seven
banners from the bank facing
the cameras. That action was
taken within 45 minutes of the
request being agreed to by the
company.

Later in the afternoon, exec-
utives of the company, includ-
1ng the managing director, Mr
Alan Endsor, watched the tele-
vised races. After the broad-
cast, Mr Endsor said: “It
seemed obvious to us that they
did everything possible to keep
our signs out of sight. To do
this the producer kept cutting
to another angle whenever a
sign was approached and the
results, in our opinion, were

Englishman
says he was
attacked

The Department of Justice in
Dublin today denied that other
prisoners had made any attempt
to hang Keith Littlejohn, aged
27, while he was awaiting trial
for the £67,000 armed bank
robbery for which he was jailed
last Friday. He was given 15
years, and his elder brother,
Kentneth, aged 32, 20 years

Mr Keith Littlejohn alleged
that the attempt was made the
night he arrived at Mountjoy
prison after extradition from
England in March. Whatever
the dispute about the degree of
its seriousness, it is clear, how-
ever, that he was attacked by
IRA prisoners. Both the English
brothers from Torquay were
held in isolation after a visit by
a British consular officer

It is expected that the brothers
will be moved to Port Laoighise
prison 50 miles from Dublin,
which is used for long-term sen-
tences. There they will be away
from IRA men, most of whom
are held in Mountjoy or the

military detention centre at the
Curragh.

Assertions were made by the
brothers that they had success-
fully infiltrated the official IRA.

The official IRA admits that
the brothers were known to it,
but denies that they ever became
members. According to the
officials, the Littlejohns estab-
lished contact with men who
had belonged to the IRA before
the split that gave birth to the
Provisionals in 1970, and the
Englishmen may have believed
they joined the IRA.

sald to have been expelled from
the movement and to have been

Perhaps the most intriguing
feature of the whole case is that
the British Government has
clearly been anxious about the
Littlejohns, and there is some
surprise in Dublin that the extra-
dition proceedings should even
have started in England.

On January 11 proceedings at
Bow Street Magistrates’ Court
went into camera after counsel
for the Attorney General said
that national security might be
imperilled if certain matters
were referred to in public. The

niagistrate went into open court
only to announce an extradition
had been granted.

During the same month, the
British authorities contacted the
Irish government and sought to
have the Dublin trial held in
camera. This was the procedure

adopted when John Wyman, the

British agent convicted in
February, was tried under the
Irish Official Secrets Act. But
there is no provision for going
into camera to deal with charges
relating to robbery.

The Irish Attorney General
had given an assurance that the
Littlejohns would be charged
with offences in that category
and not with anything that

A number of
hotels in Douglas now have fire
escapes but few of those outside

the town have even considered
them.”

According to the fire brigade,
one local authority here has
never served a notice on the sub-
ject.

£1.4m were stolen from lorries
in London alone.

The campaign, entitled
“Hands off our freight”, or
“Hoof ¥, will urge hauliers to
ensure that their vehicles are
fitted with immobilizing devices
to stop thieves driving lorries
away. They are also being told
to compile dossiers on drivers
with identity photographs to
discourage thieves from
applying for jobs.

The association is distribut-
ing campaign posters and stick-
ers for inclusion in drivers® pav
packets.

Mr Jack Brown, chairman of
the association’s security com-
mittee, said thefts had de-
creased for several years. The
campalgn was intended to
accelerate the trend. .

Thefts of goods wortlh more
than £1,000 totalled 108 in Jan-
uary to June this year, against
148 in that period last year.
